COVID-19 VACCINATIONS

Phase 1B of the vaccine roll-out begins
on Monday 22 March 2021. This phase
of the vaccinations include people aged
over 70, healthcare workers, Indigenous
adults, adults with specified medical
conditions and a range of critical workers
including defence, police, fire and emer-
gency workers and meat processors.

Bookings can be made online through
the government's vaccine eligibility
checker on the health.gov.au website. A
full list of WA vaccine providers is also
attached for your information.

Please be aware that there may be
some delay in receiving your vaccination
due to supply issues. Please be patient
with your GP while they work through
this issue.

LIVING AT HOME FOR LONGER

If you receive services through DVA, you
may also be eligible to receive services
through My Aged Care such as through
a Home Care Package (HCP). Home
Care packages offer more complex coor-
dinated care tailored and coordinated to
support senior Australians (including
veterans and widows/widowers) who
want to keep living in their own home.

You may be able to access DVA-funded
services while receiving a HCP as long
as there is no duplication of the specific
services/help provided. For example,
you could access low-level domestic
assistance and personal care through
the DVA and receive community
transport and gardening through the
Home Care Package.

Under a Home Care Package, you may
be able to take advantage of additional
supports that cannot be provided under
the Veterans Home Care Program or the

Community Nursing Program. This in-
cludes:

e  fortnightly gardening

e weekly or fortnightly shopping sup-
port

e  social outings of interest to you and
your spouse/partner

° home modifications

e  respite care for your spouse/partner
